800 different species. Its collection of animals, as well as its
plant collection of over 6,500 species, is acknowledged as one
of the finest in the entire world. Your visit will include a narrat-
ed bus tour highlighting the many attractions of the Zoo and a
Skyfari aerial tram ride.
