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Highlights of the Canadian Rockies

DAY 1 Arrive in Calgary: Welcome to one of North America’s
most rugged and beautiful cities, Calgary. Known for its cowboys
and spectacular beauty, Calgary was brought to the world’s
attention during the 1988 Winter Olympics. Meet your Tour
Manager in the hotel lobby at 6:00 p.m. for dining suggestions.

DAY 5 Maligne Lake Cruise: Today enjoy the breathtaking
scenery of Jasper National Park as you cruise Maligne Lake
with its unparalleled vistas.
