Visit the Alexander
Graham Bell National Historic Site in Baddeck, Nova Scotia,
overlooking beautiful Bras d’Or Lake. Meals: B, D

DAY 4 Cabot Trail: Spectacular scenery is the highlight today
as you travel along the Cabot Trail through Cape Breton
Highlands National Park. With its charming communities and
breathtaking scenery, a visit to Cape Breton is sure to thrill.
