Center, Fort Monroe, Old Point Comfort Lighthouse and possibly
even some dolphin sightings.

DAY 4 Parade of Sail Norfolk, Fort Monroe and Virginia Air and
Space Center: Travel to Fort Monroe this morning to take your
reserved spots to witness the incredible Sail250° Virgina’s
“Parade of Sail.”

the maritime discovery center where you will immerse yourself

in the world of sailing and the U.S. Navy. Interactive exhibits,

the sailing center and the Schooner Virginia tell the story of the
maritime environment, industry and the military. Step aboard the
Battleship Wisconsin, the largest and last battleship ever built by the
U.S. and lets its decks tell the story of the vessel’s five-star battles
during WWII. Tonight, your Tour Manager hosts a special farewell
dinner at a local favorite restaurant.
