DAY 1 Depart the USA: Depart the USA on your overnight
flight to Bordeaux, France.

DAY 6 Fort Médoc = Bourg > Bordeaux: Wake up this
morning in Fort Médoc, located between Bordeaux and Pointe
de Grave, at the northern end of the Médoc winegrowing
region. This appellation grows some of the world’s most
famous and expensive wines, particularly cabernet sauvignon.

AM Freechoice: Travel by coach through this scenic region to
a local winery and enjoy a tasting. OR, discover the spectacular
Médoc countryside by e-bike today and sample the region’s
finest at one of the prestigious estates.

Back on board, enjoy lunch as you cruise to Bourg, a
picturesque town set on a rocky promontory.
