Today, visit Bryce Canyon National Park with spectacular views of
the cavernous canyons. The Park is named for just one of the many
canyons that form a series of horseshoe-shaped amphitheaters on
the edge of the Paunsaugunt Plateau. Erosion has carved colorful
limestone into thousands of spires, arches and mazes. Meals: B, D

DAY 6 Zion National Park and Lake Powell Cruise

Today’s sightseeing features awe-inspiring Zion National Park, where
the Virgin River has cut a dramatic rugged gorge through multi-
hued sandstone, shale and limestone. Look up at the towering rock
walls surrounding this incredible natural wonder aboard open-air
sightseeing trams. This afternoon, take a boat tour on sky-blue Lake
Powell.
