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DAY 1 Depart the USA
Depart the USA on your overnight flight to Geneva, Switzerland.

DAY 2 Geneva – Lausanne, Switzerland
Welcome to Switzerland!  You will be met at the airport and transferred 
by coach to the beautiful city of Lausanne.  Flights should arrive by 
3:00pm. The remainder of the day is at leisure to begin exploring your 
new surroundings.  Enjoy an included dinner this evening at the hotel. 
Meal: D

DAY 3 Lausanne
Begin the day with a panoramic tour of the city, known around 
the world for its spectacular setting, and home of the International 
Olympic Committee and Museum.  This afternoon, visit Château 
de Chillon, one of Europe’s best-preserved medieval castles, on 
the shores of Lake Geneva.  Surrounded by breathtaking scenery, 
discover the history of this 13th-century fortress.  Learn about the 
château’s association with famous authors and artists; the counts and 
dukes who inhabited it as well as the prisoners who occupied the jail; 
see period furnishings, art treasures and frescoes.  The beauty of the 
area continues to amaze during a cruise on Lake Geneva from the 
harbor in Montreux.  Relax onboard as the spectacular scenery unfolds 
while sailing back to Lausanne before returning to the hotel. Meal: B

DAY 4 Lausanne / Golden Pass
Today may be a highlight of your time in Switzerland as you 
experience a unique rail journey and mountain adventure.  Depart 
by coach to Montreux where it’s ‘all aboard’ the Golden Pass for an 
unforgettable panoramic train ride through the scenic landscapes of 
the Alps.  Disembark the train in Gstaad where the coach is waiting 
to take you to Col du Pillon for the Glacier 3000 mountain adventure.  
Ascend via arial cable car to an altitude of approximately 9850’ 
above sea level where you are met with astounding panoramic views, 
including the Matterhorn and Jungfrau.  Walk across the world’s first 
suspension bridge connecting two mountain summits, if you dare!  
Return to the hotel in Lausanne this afternoon. Meals: B, D

DAY 5 Lausanne
The day is left free of planned activities for your independent 
exploration.  If you prefer, join an optional excursion to visit the 
village of Gruyère (famous for cheese-making) and Maison Cailler 
Chocolate Factory. Meal: B

DAY 6 Lausanne – Huningue, France
After breakfast, depart Lausanne and travel by coach to Huningue for 
embarkation of the Emerald Cruises Star-Ship and start of the cruise 
along the Rhine River.  Settle into your stateroom and enjoy your first 
meal onboard at dinner this evening. Meals: B, D

DAY 7 Breisach, Germany
As part of the EmeraldPLUS program, visit the city of Freiburg.  
Considered the ‘capital of the Black Forest’, Freiburg has lovely sights 
that will leave you amazed. You also have the opportunity to sample 
true Black Forest delicacies from the lively market in the city center 
near the main cathedral.  If you’re feeling more active, join the guided 
bike tour in Breisach. Enjoy local entertainment onboard this evening. 
Meals: B, L, D

DAY 8 Kehl / Strasbourg, France
Arrive in Strasbourg, the capital city of the Alsace Region in France. 
The guided walking tour takes you along narrow lanes and across 
footbridges as you discover the Grande Île, the historical city center 
and UNESCO World Heritage Site. Known for its medieval black and 
white timber-framed buildings, picturesque le Petite France, old 
tanning houses, canals and river locks, the city’s star attraction is the 
ornate cathedral, dominating the main square. This afternoon, the city 
is yours to explore at leisure. Meals: B, L, D

DAY 9 Mannheim / Heidelberg, Germany
Relax onboard as the vessel cruises along the Rhine River to 
Mannheim, docking site for Heidelberg.  Travel by coach to 
Heidelberg, home of the oldest university in Germany.  The guided 
walking tour visits the ruins of Heidelberg Castle, with fantastic

views overlooking the Neckar River, and takes you through the 
cobblestoned-streets of the medieval city below. Alternatively, hike 
from Mount Königstuhl to Heidelberg. Local entertainment is provided 
onboard this evening. Meals: B, L, D

DAY 10 Koblenz
Begin the day sailing through the spectacular UNESCO World 
Heritage Rhine Gorge. Pass countless medieval castles and 
vineyards lining the shores of this section of the river, with photo 
opportunities around every bend. See the infamous Lorelei statue 
and Pfalzgrafenstein Castle, built on an island in the middle of the 
river as a medieval toll station. Continue cruising to the 2000-year-
old town of Koblenz, situated at the confluence of the Rhine and 
Moselle Rivers. Enjoy a walking tour through the streets of the city 
as your guide points out historic monuments and buildings.  See the 
‘German Corner’ monument marking the confluence of the Rhine and 
Moselle Rivers. This evening, attend a private concert as part of the 
EmeraldPLUS program. Meals: B, L, D

DAY 11 Cologne > Düsseldorf
This morning, you’ll will arrive in Cologne and have the chance 
to know one of Germany’s oldest cities and get up close with the 
famous post card worthy Cathedral. After lunch, join a walking tour 
of Düsseldorf, a vibrant city renowned for its stylish boutiques and 
charming Old Town. Stroll along the picturesque Rhine River, admire 
the stunning architecture and discover hidden gems off-the-beaten 
path. Immerse yourself in the city’s lively atmosphere, indulge in the 
delicious local cuisine, and marvel at the contrast of Düsseldorf’s 
ancient and modern charms. Meals: B, L, D

DAY 12 Zaandam / Amsterdam, the Netherlands
This morning, discover the charm of Alkmaar, a picturesque Dutch 
town just a short distance from Amsterdam. Explore its historic 
center, lined with charming canals and medieval buildings. Alkmaar 
is famous for its centuries-old cheese market where traditional 
cheesemakers showcase their craft and engage in lively auctions. 
Immerse yourself in the local culture in this typical charming town.

DAY 13 Zaandam / Amsterdam / USA

Guaranteed Share Program for Single Travelers: If you are traveling 
alone and would like a roommate for cost savings, let us know at the 
time of booking your reservation. Travelers must be non-smokers, 
cannot use a medical sleeping device or have specific needs like 
Handicapped room etc.  to be eligible. Participants will be paired with 
another traveler of the same gender at the twin rate. If no roommate 
is available, you will get a single room at the twin rate. Guaranteed 
share reservations are available up to 180 days prior to tour departure. 
Guaranteed share reservations are only available on certain Cabin 
categories. Please call us for details.

Roommate Cancellation: If you are booked as a “twin” and your 
roommate cancels their reservation, and you cannot find another 
roommate,  you may either travel as a guaranteed share (see above) or 
travel as a single and pay the single supplement.

Revision Fees: A fee of $25 per person per transaction will be charged 
for any changes, revisions or alterations made to your reservation after 
confirmation.  

Luggage Handling: The tour cost includes porterage for one average 
size suitcase. A charge of $5.00 per hotel will be collected by the Tour 
Manager for each additional piece of luggage that you bring. 

Travel Documents: Your travel documents will be in your possession 
approximately 14 days prior to departure. Documents include tour 
itinerary, departure and arrival information and times, hotel and ship 
information, clothing suggestions, baggage tags, plus any helpful 
hints.

Mayflower Loyalty Program: Earn $150 travel credit for every River

Passport & Visas: Each U.S. citizen must have a valid passport. 
Expiration date of passport should be at least six months after the 
return date of the tour. If you don’t have a passport, call our office and 
we’ll tell you how to apply for one. Some countries require visas for 
entry by U.S. citizens. We will send instructions for visa applications if 
a visa is required for your tour.  Holders of non-U.S. passports should 
contact their nearest consulate and inquire about the necessary 
passport or visa documentation required for entry into the countries 
visited. Visa fees and cost of obtaining a visa are not included in the 
tour price and are the responsibility of the traveler.

Medical Requirements: Many countries have immunization 
requirements. Some countries require foreign visitors to have valid 
medical insurance on entry. Requirements vary by country and can 
change. Please check with your travel professional or call our office for 
details on which tours need these requirements. Specific instructions 
will be sent to you at 90 days prior to departure if your tour requires 
these conditions. Mayflower Cruises & Tours cannot be liable for delay 
or denial of entry due to missing documents.

Itinerary Changes: There may be times when we may have to alter 
the scheduled itinerary, cruise vessels, hotels, shore excursions etc. 
due to weather conditions or conditions on the river in regards to water 
levels, locks, or other delays. Any changes in the itinerary due to these 
conditions will not result in eligibility for a refund.
