DAY THREE – The Balloon Glow
Today is free to explore Albuquerque at your leisure. Tonight, get
ready for a real treat at the Balloon Glow event. Just before dusk,
the burners of nearly 500 balloons are ignited and the evening sky
fills with a kaleidoscope of brilliant, luminous color. We top off
the evening with a vivid fireworks display. (Breakfast)
